Low esteemed – Regardless of how sincere you try to be they are jealous because 

they see the Christ in you   

- Doubting if your good enough

- You must examine yourself   

Proving is a process, and in time it will tell. We are a new creature and we must start 

over.     
    

We think we can win and sin    

If we knew Christ was coming back tonight people would be calling sisters apologizing   
    

“Christ coming like a thief in the night. He wants to see what you are doing.“   
    

Scriptures on Fear –  We must Fear the Most High  
   

Sirach 19:18 (Apocrypha) The fear of the Lord is the first step to be accepted of him, 

and wisdom obtaineth his love.   
   

Psalm 111:10 (KJV) The fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom: a good 

understanding have all they that do his commandments: his praise endureth for ever.

1. Sister Denial    

This sister may get into something with you, and when you point it out to her, she will 

deny it, lie, and turn it back on you.   

The sister in denial   

- When you let her know the problem you see, and she denies it   

- You can’t help with fixing someone’s problem if they don’t want to be fix   
     

The Solution:  Validate the person’s views, examine yourself, apologize, and confess! 

Own up to it, pray about it, fix it    
   

2 Corinthians 13:5 (KJV) Examine yourselves, whether ye be in the faith; prove your 

own selves. Know ye not your own selves, how that Jesus Christ is in you, except ye 

be reprobates?    



 

 

 

    
  

   

 If we going to take bread and wine we must be honest with ourselves     

 When Most High comes don’t act like you didn’t know evil from well    

 Examine yourself constantly daily. Ask yourself weekly: what could I have done 

to be better     

 You are proving everyone else except yourself   

 Prove your own self   
   

“If you can’t be sincere with yourself, how can anyone be sincere with you?”   
   

James 5:16 (KJV) Confess your faults one to another, and pray one for another, that 

ye may be healed. The effectual fervent prayer of a righteous man availeth much.    
    

 Confessing is a huge part of repenting     

 On top of confessing, we must pray the Lord fix our spirit sincerely   
    

2. Sister Perception    
   

This sister tells you that you are being emotional, you are overthinking, that you were 

imagining things, or that it’s your fault.   

- This sister will try to insult your intelligence by making you second guess 

yourself and make you feel like you’re crazy and in your emotions.   

- She has a victim, purity, innocence presentation, but it’s all a facade    
   

The Most High will have to deal with this person    
   

Leviticus 19:11 (KJV) Ye shall not steal, neither deal falsely, neither lie one to 

another.    
   

 Dealing falsely is a lie    
   

Colossians 3:9 (KJV) Lie not one to another, seeing that ye have put off the old man 

with his deeds;    
   

 You not supposed to be lying one to another. It’s either the truth or lie, no in

“Take accountability… Don’t flip it on others”   
   

3. Sister “I’m Sorry but I am not Sorry”    
   

Example –    

A. Apologizing and then give you a hug. The next Sabbath she says nothing to you but 

now has secret hate in her mind     

B. Apologizing and just using the excuse “I just been busy”. Don’t lie     
   

Tips   

 Don’t being careless… Don’t wink at evil   

 Just keep the commandments     
   

James 5:9 (KJV) Grudge not one against another, brethren, lest ye be condemned: 

behold, the judge standeth before the door.    
    

 Grudge holder and you are a liar   

 The sister may have apologized and from that day on, she will intentionally 

avoid that sister and ignore that sister   

- The mindset is “if she’s not around me, she can’t see the evil that I do, 

and she can’t get offended”    

• It’s like, crying and giving that Judas kiss…    

• You must speak the truth   

• Apologize sincerely   

 Don’t say something you don’t mean… If I don’t agree just say you don’t agree.    
   

“The real Judge is standing at the door… Your spiritual resume is being built”   
   

Sirach 28:1 (Apocrypha) He that revengeth shall find vengeance from the Lord, and 

he will surely keep his sins in remembrance.    
    

 Most High will keep the sins in remembrance   

 God will forgive those who don’t constantly sin willfully    

 God will forgive people who let things go     

 You think you’re getting away with secret revenge, but Most High is going to

- Most High can mess with your house, job and health     
   

“A sister that will speak up, you can work with them because you know what the issue is”   
   

Sirach 28:2 (Apocrypha) Forgive thy neighbour the hurt that he hath done unto thee, 

so shall thy sins also be forgiven when thou prayest.    
    

 Must forgive and be honest in the feelings that you have   

 When you pray, ask the Lord to help fix my spirit    

 The Most High will not answer your prayers if you continue to do evil  You 

have to fix thyself   
   

Sirach 28:3 (Apocrypha) One man beareth hatred against another, and doth he seek 

pardon from the Lord?    
    

 You’re kidding yourself if you think you’re fooling the Most High and the 

angels    

- You won’t be making it to the kingdom without charity     

 When you say you sorry but not sorry you have hatred. You did it for men not 

the Lord   

 Let’s focus on preparing for the wilderness     

 If you’re not trying to do what’s right… Your mind will be reprobate     
   

Sirach 28:7 (Apocrypha) Remember the commandments, and bear no malice to thy 

neighbour: remember the covenant of the Highest, and wink at ignorance.    
   

 Don’t stress you when you not stressing God commandments    Remember 

the commandments >>> Bear no malice no hatred.     

 If others don’t want to speak to you let it be    

 Stop getting caught up in people emotions   
   

“If you came in for people you will leave for people”   

 4.   Sister Confirmation     
    

This sister seeks out sisters who look sad or troubled but have no intention of helping 

or going to fix the problem. She seeks her own counsel and is nosey   
   



 

 

 

    
  

They just want to know your business or devise a plan based on how you feel.    
   

Example - she comes saying “Shalom sis”... “what’s going on, talk to me” 

But last week she was just rude, disrespectful and never acknowledged it.  - 

Continuing as if nothing ever happened, as if they weren’t rude  - This is 

evil   
    

Sirach 37:7 (Apocrypha) Every counsellor extolleth counsel; but there is some that 

counselleth for himself.    
   

 Don’t counsel in your own thoughts   

 Don’t stir up in your mind your own counsel on what you to say if you were 

questioned >>> having a story crafted in your mind.   
   

Jeremiah 17:9 (KJV) The heart is deceitful above all things, and desperately wicked: 

who can know it?    
    

 Heart is wicked and deceitful. If God said he can’t figure it out, and prophets 

can’t figure it out. Who are you to figure it out?   

 Stop trying to figure and fix people    

 Let God work it out >>> Do your part and keep it moving     

 Don’t lead that sister to believe you cared. Not only have you deceived them, 

you are deceiving yourself.   

 Knowing the problem and not caring about it… That’s evil     
   

5. Sister Social Media     

This sister goes on social media thanking the Most High for doing this and that.   

These people go on social media and thank God for everything    
   

Example: For “weeding people out of their life”, they’ll add scriptures and thank the 

Most High for having their back.    
   

 God has no one’s back but the righteous people   

 Speak out of sincerity   

 Don’t be on social media throwing shade   

- Now everyone knows the issue >>> and you never spoke to the sister who

 You must reach out to your sister and confront the issue >>> be a friend.     
   

“How can you be comfortable telling a bunch of people your business.”   
   

Matthew 18:15 (KJV) Moreover if thy brother shall trespass against thee, go and tell 

him his fault between thee and him alone: if he shall hear thee, thou hast gained thy 

brother.    
    

 Instead of holding a grudge >>> Go to your Sister    

 Don’t go on social Media. Tell your sister the fault alone     

 Example- “Oh no one was there for me giving birth or no one was there when I 

was sick etc...  Examine your own self …  Are you being a good friend?   

 Get out your feelings and emotions   

 Be genuine   
   
   

Matthew 18:16 (KJV) But if he will not hear thee, then take with thee one or two 

more, that in the mouth of two or three witnesses every word may be established.  

 You have a problem, go to your sister and if they don’t hear you get, two to three 

witnesses   

 The time you’re wasting worrying about others, you can be teaching your 

children, cooking, take care yourself.    

 Don’t have idle time     

 Love thy own soul >>> you can’t focus on yourself if you are worrying about 

everyone else    

 If you are stressing on things, this will keep you from the kingdom    

 Uplift and fix the issue >>> we trying to get away from drama   
   

“Love yourself, work on yourself, cut off the idle time”   
   

6. Sister Self    

This Sister, the only time she reaches out, is if it benefits her. Does not come to you 

unless they need something.    
   

Example: “It’s all about me me me”   

She will only come to you when she needs something for herself.  Watch for 

this sister.   



 

 

 

    
  

   

Matthew 5:38 (KJV) Ye have heard that it hath been said, An eye for an eye, and a 

tooth for a tooth:    
    

 If they are being nasty to you, do not be nasty back   

 This is what we been taught in the world being unrepentant >>> we must 

change   
   

Matthew 5:39 (KJV) But I say unto you, That ye resist not evil: but whosoever shall 

smite thee on thy right cheek, turn to him the other also.    
    

 Christ said I am telling you   

 It’s nothing new under the sun   

 We must remember Romans 15:4 >>> history written for us to learn from…   

 Don’t hold grudges    

 Let it go and let handle it >>> Spiritual let it go   
    

Matthew 5:40 (KJV) And if any man will sue thee at the law, and take away thy coat, 

let him have thy cloke also.    
    

 Sisters wanting something you have. Give it to them. Lord can bless you again.    

 Do what’s good   

 Stop being dramatic. Stop with the arguing.  Stop stressing and get busy, don’t 

have idle time    

   

Matthew 5:41 (KJV) And whosoever shall compel thee to go a mile, go with him 

twain.    

 Go the extra mile    

 Be nice >>> If you’re are nasty back, it’s revenge and hate   

 What matters is what God thinks not what people think    
    

Matthew 5:42 (KJV) Give to him that asketh thee, and from him that would borrow 

of thee turn not thou away.    
    

 “Can I borrow something money or pampers”. If they ask to give it to them     



 

 

 

    
  

 Give to him not only material things. If it’s info that you know, share    Don’t 

be emotional and in your feelings, consider others   

   

Matthew 5:43 (KJV) Ye have heard that it hath been said, Thou shalt love thy 

neighbour, and hate thine enemy.    
    

 Love your neighbors. Stick to your friends who were there from  day one.     
   

Matthew 5:44 (KJV) But I say unto you, Love your enemies, bless them that curse 

you, do good to them that hate you, and pray for them which despitefully use you, 

and persecute you;    
    

 Love your enemies… you don’t necessarily have to be best friends with 

everyone   

 Give wholeheartedly and sincerely >>> Do not do it to be seen   

 Bless them that curse you   

 Pray >>> “Lord Bless my sister so we can do your work”   

 Do not hate people that don’t like you >>> Let it go     

 It is not easy, but you must do what’s right to get the kingdom     
    

“Live or Die?”   
    

If you want to Live:     

“The commandments are not comfortable… once you feel comfortable you’re not 

doing the Will anymore”   

- Deacon Labachaa stated    
   

Romans 7:12 (KJV) Wherefore the law is holy, and the commandment holy, and just, 

and good.   
   

 Do good to those that hate you.    
   

Pray for your sisters that curse you    

Turn, face the East and Pray and talk to God  >>>    

- Don’t just watch TV, eat or be on social media all day

Matthew 5:45 (KJV) That ye may be the children of your Father which is in heaven:

 You are the gold being tried   

 Lord sends good and evil both to the just and the unjust   

 It’s to prove us all
