Answer: Joshua and whatever instruction Moses gave Joshua was to follow without 

question. 

 

Deuteronomy 31:14-15 (KJV)  

Vs 14 And the Lord said unto Moses, Behold, thy days approach that thou must die: call 

Joshua, and present yourselves in the tabernacle of the congregation, that I may give 

him a charge. And Moses and Joshua went, and presented themselves in the 

tabernacle of the congregation. 

Vs 15 And the Lord appeared in the tabernacle in a pillar of a cloud: and the pillar of the 

cloud stood over the door of the tabernacle 

 

Question: Clouds are also what? 

Answer: Chariots. 

 

Do you all see where Moses or Joshua broke out in laughter? (Referring to sabbath 

class on 12/26/2020.) Did you notice the childlike laughter that the Jake woman had and 

make us to go ten steps back when they see the chariots?  Every other nation knew 

exactly what those chariots were.  

Moses was the like the family member that kept the family together and that when they 

die the family kinds of fall apart.  APTTMH He even prophesized about it in verse 29 

 

Deuteronomy 31:29 (KJV) For I know that after my death ye will utterly corrupt 

yourselves, and turn aside from the way which I have commanded you; and evil will 

befall you in the latter days; because ye will do evil in the sight of the Lord, to provoke 

him to anger through the work of your hands. 

➢ So, our own doings were what provoked The Most High.

In chapter 32 the most high put it all out there he put its all out there and, he gave us

I want you all to understand that when you see the word shall, it is something that is 

going to happen.  

 

Example: 

Isaiah 3:16-26 (KJV) Moreover the Lord saith, Because the daughters of Zion are 

haughty, and walk with stretched forth necks and wanton eyes, walking and mincing as 

they go, and making a tinkling with their feet: 

VS 17 Therefore the Lord will smite with a scab the crown of the head of the daughters 

of Zion, and the Lord will discover their secret parts. 

VS 18 In that day the Lord will take away the bravery of their tinkling ornaments about 

their feet, and their cauls, and their round tires like the moon, 

VS 19 The chains, and the bracelets, and the mufflers, 

Vs 20 The bonnets, and the ornaments of the legs, and the headbands, and the tablets, 

and the earrings, 

Vs 21 The rings, and nose jewels, 

Vs 22 The changeable suits of apparel, and the mantles, and the wimples, and the 

crisping pins, 

Vs 23 The glasses, and the fine linen, and the hoods, and the vails. 

Vs 24 And it shall come to pass, that instead of sweet smell there shall be stink; and 

instead of a girdle a rent; and instead of well-set hair baldness; and instead of a 

stomacher a girding of sackcloth; and burning instead of beauty. 

Vs 25 Thy men shall fall by the sword, and thy mighty in the war. 

Vs 26 And her gates shall lament and mourn; and she being desolate shall sit upon the 

ground 

➢ Therefore, anytime you see the word shall, it is something that will come to pass. 

In this case Isaih3 unfortunately, these are the things that happened to Israel or 

is happening to Israel, for instance Alopecia, or skin issue such as psoriasis. 

Having things in this nature lets you know that the Most high is real 

➢ So, when you hear that he that leadeth into captivity will go into captivity. 

➢ When reading this chapter, you notice that the Most High has “bars” poetic, and 

when comparing the men rapping in the world and in Israel for instance Bill Street 

Bully. Those people who rap have a god giving talent.  



 

 

Example:  

Deuteronomy 32:25 (KJV) The sword without, and terror within, shall destroy both the 

young man and the virgin, the suckling also with the man of gray hairs.  

➢ That is poetry as he could have just said the babies and the old.  

➢ The Most high also told Moses that no matter what he done for us we will turn 

our backs against him 

➢ Also, in verse 44 the name Hosea is mentioned. Hosea is Joshua and Joshua is 

Jesus.

Answer: the prophesy of the 12 tribes 

 

Question: Where else have we read about the prophesy of the 12 tribes? 

Answer: Genesis 49 

 

Over time the ability to spiritually understand why each prophesy fits each tribe will 

come.  For instance, how Judah curses fit Judah and so forth.    

 

Deuteronomy 33:8 (KJV) And of Levi he said, Let thy Thummim and thy Urim be with 

thy holy one, whom thou didst prove at Massah, and with whom thou didst strive at the 

waters of Meribah; 

➢ This is talking about the tribe of Levi being involved in witchcraft  

 



 

Deuteronomy 33:17 (KJV) His glory is like the firstling of his bullock, and his horns are 

like the horns of unicorns: with them he shall push the people together to the ends of 

the earth: and they are the ten thousand of Ephraim, and they are the thousands of 

Manasseh. 

➢ The “unicorn” is talking about the rhinoceros because they only have one horn. 

Therefore, Esau had to make up an animal called the unicorn, because if we 

knew that they were speaking of a Rhino, we could relate it back to the bible. 

➢ In a show called Happily Ever After, an animated “African show”, in one of their 

tales they called a unicorn a rhinoceros. 

2 Esdras 13:40-46 (Apocrypha) Is a precept to Deuteronomy 33:17 (KJV) when they 

mention that Ephraim and Manasseh have many children and push them to the end of 

the earth. As they moved to parts of the earth that no one lived in the areas that they 

lived, no one dwelled in North, Central and South America. 

 

Deuteronomy 33:21 (KJV) And he provided the first part for himself, because there, in 

a portion of the lawgiver, was he seated; and he came with the heads of the people, he 

executed the justice of the Lord, and his judgments with Israel 

➢ Because Gad acted as the tribe of Levi Law Givers when they came to America. 

 

Example: 

My Lord has a statute of Gad with bells on the back of it. And the Levites were the ones 

who whore bells on the back of there clothes because they were the law givers. One 

day my lord has was reading this scripture and asked where the statue and behold 

there were bells on the back of the statue 

 

Deuteronomy 33:24 (KJV) And of Asher he said, Let Asher be blessed with children; 

let him be acceptable to his brethren, and let him dip his foot in oil. 

➢ That is how you know Brazilians are Asher as they are known for oil. The 

Portuguese word for oil is Brasil. That is how you know that this is referring to 

Brazil. Therefore when reading our history try to pick up on subtle clues of what
